On special stages only, the possibility of bypassing the exhaust silencer is recommended, provided 

that the exit of the exhaust gases is in conformity with Appendix J and, for cars fitted with a catalytic 

converter, that the gases themselves pass through this catalytic converter. At any time on the road 

sections the noise level must be in conformity with Appendix J.

Installation of safety tracking equipment
For every vehicle, it is mandatory to mount a tracking system, live satellite tracking, data recording 

and emergency signalling device that will be used to monitor the position, movement and status of 

all competing cars at all times during the rally.

The competitive element of the rally will conclude at TC13C. From this point, all cars are subject to 

Parc Fermé rules until the Parc Fermé is opened at the instruction of the stewards.

Competitors are reminded that attendance at the finish ceremony and prize giving is compulsory for 

all classified crews and crew members must wear their approved overalls.

In the event a car is not driveable for the above procedure, this must be reported to the clerk of the 

course and the crew members concerned must still attend the podium finish ceremony.

Immediately after the publication of the Final Classification and opening of the Parc Fermé a convoy 

will be organized for all classified rally cars from the Service Park to the location of the Prize Giving 

(Lusail Boulevard). Cars may be driven by the crew or by one team member.

Prize Giving Ceremony will start at 19.00h. Cars will pass by the ramp in reverse order of the final 

classification.

After the conclusion of the ceremony cars will be released and may be driven back to the service 

park.

Post-event Press Conference (for invited drivers only) will take place at 18.30h.
